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Dublin Corn Field

109 giant ears of corn are positioned on a lawn in an office park near the town
of Dublin, in a project conceived by the artist Malcolm Cochran in 1994 for the
Dublin Arts Council. It makes a statement about the transition of much of Ohio's
landscape from farms to suburbs. The site, once owned by an agricultural researcher
who hybridized corn, is now across the street from the new Nationwide Insurance
company office, where 1,500 employees were recently relocated from downtown
Columbus - a city that has one of the highest downtown vacancy rates in the nation.



Oldest Concrete Street

Built in 1881, before the age of the automobile, this "oldest concrete street" in
America is still in use outside the courthouse in Bellefontaine, though the street is
restricted to light traffic (no trucks). A statue of the leading proponent for the paving
of the street, a local cement salesman named George Bartholomew, was erected on
the site in 1991, the 100th anniversary of the paving.



Town of Cheshire

American Electric Power, the nation's largest electrical utility, has bought the 200
or so lots that make up the small Ohio River town of Cheshire for $20 million, and
is expected to tear down the buildings after they are vacated. The company, seeking
more of a buffer zone around its James Gavin Power Plant (one of the largest coal-
fired plants in the nation) asked all bought-out residents to give up their rights to
sue the company for any future health problems, despite resident's claims of burning
eyes and throats when the plant occasionally emitted visible clouds of sulfuric acid.



East Liverpool Waste Incinerator

Around 60,000 tons of hazardous material, containing contaminants such as lead,
mercury and arsenic, are burned in this incinerator on the Ohio River every year,
making it one of the largest of its type in the world. It is operated by VonRoll
America Incorporated's Waste Technology Industries, and went on line in 1993,
despite being only 1,100 feet from a school.



Envirosafe Chemical Waste Site

The single permitted commercial hazardous waste dump in Ohio is located across
the river from Toledo, in the industrial and farming community of Oregon. The site,
consisting of hundreds of acres of grass covered mounds and waste handling sheds,
is one of two major hazardous waste sites owned by Envirosafe in the United States
(the other one is in Idaho), and is the only commercial hazardous waste dump in the
country with direct rail access.



Fernald Plant

Part of the Department of Energy nuclear weapons complex, the original function
of this plant was to produce uranium metals for reactors at Hanford, Washington, as
well as for other DOE weapons facilities. Production operations were discontinued
in 1989, and the plant is now undergoing clean-up and remediation. The site
consists of nine plants within a 136-acre complex, surrounded by a thousand-acre
buffer zone. It employed around 1,000 people at its peak, and was operated by
Westinghouse. Remediation is being conducted by the Fluor Corporation.



General Electric Peebles Test Facility

General Electric is the world's leading manufacturer of aircraft engines, many of
which are made at the large plant in Evandale, north of Cincinnati. The company
operates a multifaceted and remote field test station, 60 miles from Cincinnati, in
the rural, rolling hills near the town of Peebles. The secretive 7,000 acre site has
test stands and other support facilities for testing aircraft engines, and for various
defense projects.
